P anther Island consists of restored pasture lands 
contiguous to the Audubon of Florida’s Corkscrew Swamp 
Sanctuary. The mitigation bank is helping to reinstate a 

vital part of the Corkscrew Regional Ecosystem Watershed.  
Panther Island’s unique design and implementation has earned 
national recognition.  One example is an innovative tiered 
marsh system,  providing a continuous food source for the 
endangered wood storks and other wading birds in the event 
of unseasonable lack of rain during the critical nesting season. 
The fully restored wetlands will be deeded to the adjacent 
Corkscrew Swamp Sanctuary, together with the long-term 
stewardship trust fund for maintenance. This commitment to 
the environment has earned international recognition.  Most 
recently, Corkscrew Swamp Sanctuary, including the Panther 
Island Bank, was named a RAMSAR Wetland of International 

mitigation bank to receive this honor.

etland and stream habitats within the Sabine River corridor 
have been impacted by agriculture, urbanization, highway 
projects, oil and gas exploration, and reservoir construction 

(Lake Tawakoni, Lake Fork, and Toledo Bend Reservoir).   Patroon Bayou 
is a perennial tributary to the Sabine River.  The Patroon Bayou Mitigation 
Bank is adjacent to the 160,656-acre Sabine National Forest and 
within 0.25 mile of active Red-cockaded Woodpecker colonies.  The 
Bank includes 455 acres of restored bottomland hardwoods.  This 
site was converted to pine plantation in the 1970’s and 1980’s, resulting 
in intensive, mechanical site-preparation.  The site presented a unique 
opportunity to restore degraded stream and wetland habitat 
connected to larger, federally managed/protected landholdings.

Service area continued San Augustine, Shelby, Harrison, Rusk, Gregg, 
Upshur, Smith, and Wood Counties.  Secondary-Marion, Nacogdoches, 
Angelina, Cherokee, Rains and Camp Counties, and portions of 
Bowie, Harrison, Sabine, San Augustine, Shelby, Rusk, Houston, 
Anderson, Henderson, Smith, Van Zandt, Kaufman, Hunt, Hopkins, 
Wood, Franklin, Upshur, Gregg, Titus, Cass, and Morris Counties.
